The training is completed by a Certificate of French language and culture in relation with The
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CECRL).

The following examinations can also be taken depending on the schedule: DELF and DALF during
studies at the ILCF, depending on the schedule.

Level test

On the first day of each session, students are required to take a test to evaluate their oral and
written skills, so that they can be allocated to the correct group.
